Filling Out Your Application

Your application must be legible. Typed or computer-generated applications are strongly preferred. Answer all questions completely and as asked
(do not write “same,” “see above,” or “see page __"). Enter your information directly onto the application unless directed otherwise. Make sure to use
correct grammar and spelling.

Wherever the application asks for your full legal name, enter your name exactly as it appears on your passport or birth certificate. On pages that have
a box in the upper right-hand corner marked “Applicant Name,” enter your preferred form of your name. For example, an applicant whose full legal name
is Joseph David Smith might enter Joseph Smith or Joe Smith.
